And yet Bert Hash
serves as the Chairman of the Sandtown
Habitat Board of Directors, speaks at
numerous Habitat house dedications,
and personally volunteers in working on
the Habitat house that he has MECU
employees involved in sponsoring
because he loves Sandtown and finds
great joy in seeing the neighborhood
rebuilt.
